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H. E. Mr. Mohammad S. Hourani, Chairman of the Board

respectively. The trading volume decreased since the beginning
of the year till end of September to JD (11.8) billion compared
to JD (12.4) billion with the same period of last year, a (%4.87)
decrease. The number of traded shares increased to (3262.9)
million shares in comparison with (2018.4) million shares with
the same period of last year, a (%61.7) increase. The number of
executed contracts increased to (2.7) million contracts, an increase
of (%50.9) in comparison with the same period of last year.
Market capitalization of listed companies decreased by JD (3.5)
million reaching JD (23.2) billion, a (%13.1) decrease against the
end of year 2005, constituting (%257.1) of the GDP.
